Dear Occupants:
In May of this year, the San Francisco Health Code was amended to prohibit smoking in common areas.  Specifically, smoking is now prohibited in enclosed common areas of all apartment buildings.  
Enclosed common areas are those areas accessible to and usable by residents of different units and generally include, but are not limited to: common halls, elevators, covered parking areas, lobbies, waiting areas, interior stairwells and bathrooms, lounge, laundry facilities, recreation and lobby areas. 
 In addition, if you are allowed by the lease agreement to smoke in your unit, your front door must be closed at all times that smoking is occurring inside.

Management shall post “no smoking” signs in the common areas to remind you of this law.

Please remember that second-hand smoke includes both tobacco and marijuana.

If you observe smoking, or second-hand smoke, in the common areas of the building, please notify management immediately.  
Together, we can strive to make the air you breathe free from the toxicity of second-hand smoke.
